Criteria for Selection 

The student will: 
 

1.  Be a senior enrolled in the current high school for a minimum of two years. 
2.  Be nominated by a member of the school’s Social Studies Department faculty. 
3.  Display excellence in social studies (90 average or above). 
4.  Exhibit leadership skills in class discussion, committee work, debates, etc. 
5.  Show enthusiasm for and knowledge of the social studies through readings, use of 

newspapers, research materials, current periodicals and projects, etc. 
6.  Show evidence of service to school and community.
